CAREER IN REVIEW

2000 - Debuted on ITF Circuit at ITF/Pecs-HUN (l. 1r); in second pro event, reached final qualifying round at Budapest; runner-up at ITF/Hoorn-NED, the second ITF Circuit event of her career; first appeared on WTA Rankings at No. 622 on June 26
2001 - Won first three ITF Circuit titles of career, ITF/Istanbul 1-TUR (first effort of year; fourth ITF Circuit event of career), ITF/Raleigh-USA (swept singles and doubles) and ITF/Aventura-USA; runner-up at ITF/Beograd-YUG and won ITF/Greenville-USA doubles (w/Devidze)
2002 - Won five ITF Circuit singles titles, four of them consecutively, ITF/Miami-USA (also doubles runner-up w/Etienne), ITF/Saltillo-MEX, ITF/Monterrey-MEX, ITF/Matamoros-MEX (as No. 1 seed for first time in career), ITF/Sea Island-USA; runner-up at San Luis Potosi 1-MEX and ITF/Mount Gambier-AUS; contested qualifying at US Open and Pattaya City
